Licence Rating:
There is no minimum licence rating required.  Unrated drivers will run ROF for all pre-determined gridded races. 
Transponders:

Transponders are compulsory.  KartSport Auckland has a limited number of transponders available for hire at a cost of $20 for the meeting.  Competitors hiring a club unit will be required to sign a hire agreement.  Competitors competing in more than one class are encouraged to hire a unit for their second class.  Transponders must be fitted and functioning for all tuning runs and racing.
Noise Control:
Non-metallic inserts must be fitted between or through barrel & head fins of all engines, except Cadets, for noise control.  Two fulls strips in head and each side of barrel.
No Engines May Be Started Before 12 noon Saturday and 10am Sunday
The starting of karts on stands must only be done in the designated warm up area behind the Speedway Riders Clubrooms.
Classes:
Cadet, Junior Restricted 100cc Yamaha, Junior 100cc Yamaha, Formula Junior, Club Class,


Senior 100cc Yamaha Light, Senior 100cc Yamaha Heavy, Senior 125cc Rotax Max Light, 


Senior 125cc Rotax Max Heavy, Open.

Un-Rated Cadet will run separately if there are sufficient entries. 


Classes may be combined at the discretion of the organisers.
Prizegiving:
Held in the Clubrooms at the conclusion of the technical inspections. 
Security:
Security will be at the complex on Saturday night.
Shelters/
These are on a first come first served basis.  

Trailer Sites:
