Junior Restricted, as always, provided exciting racing throughout the day.  Joe Ganley & Kaitlyn Wonnacott, who had tied on points after Round 1 were at the fore at Round 2 & their one two finish order for the day was mirrored in the overall result.  
Shaun Grocock continued his good form from Round 1 in Junior Yamaha, taking the round 2 & overall win.  Reid Harker mixed it up taking 2nd in the round from Rotorua’s Faine Kahia but Faine had the overall 2nd place well in hand from Callum Quin in 3rd.

Reid Harker double dutied in the junior classes, running both Yamaha & Formula J; following his win in Formula J at Round 1 he went on to take the series overall with a substantial points margin back to Nick Carpenter in 2nd & Ben Kimber in 3rd.
The senior Yamaha classes were again combined on track, making for exciting & interesting racing & the further lowering of track records.  Stan Tangaroa-Green, just one of a successful Hamilton contingent in attendance, took both the Round & overall win in Yamaha Light.  Another visitor from down country was Harry Wheelans in 2nd for the day with Scott Sample 3rd.  Todd McCormack continued his Round 1 form winning both the day & series from Peter Stacey in Club Class & Yamaha Heavy overall was a 1st equal between Leyton Kendall & Adam Davis.
Hamilton duo Ethan de Jong & Mitchell Beach took 1st & 2nd Rotax Light overall positions with Ben Drummond 3rd while in Rotax Heavy it was Daniel Sayles to the fore from Garry Claxton & Cameron Dennis.  Both these classes providing great on track battles.
